Questions to Consider:
1. 1 Afterarriving in Philippi, where did Paul deliver the Gospel message and to whom?
2. How did Lydia respond to the gospel message she heard Paul preach? What did she do?
3. What does Paul say about God’s call and use of ordinary people in His work and service?

Lesson Aims:
As a result of experiencing this lesson, the participants should be able to do these things:
e Consider how Lydia used her gifts and her place in society to support Paul’s ministry.
e Repent of times you have looked down on others who have not had the same opportunities or
advantages.

e Serve others joyfully through whatever means are at your disposal.

Lesson Outlines/Key Points:

I.  Serving by the River for (Acts 16:11-15, 40)
Key Point 1: On the Sabbath, Paul and his friends went to the river outside the city gate, expecting to
find “a place of " (verse 13)

Key Point 2: Lydia to the Gospel message with faithfulness and generous hospitality.




Il.  Serving for the of Christ (1 Corinthians 1:26-30)
Key Point 1: God employs different standards than those of the world when He is calling people into
His service. He can empower anyone to do His will.

Key Point 2: We are not worthy to serve because of what we have achieved in the world. We are
worthy to serve because we have accepted God'’s
