Questions to Consider:

Lesson Context:

* Moses had led the people to a point where they could the Promised Land.
« In his final days of leading the nation, Moses delivered a series of messages to the people of Israel
regarding how they were to enter the Promised Land and how they were to when they

arrived and had conquered and settled the land.
e Moses repeatedly reminded the people of their responsibility to remain steadfastly committed to
their relationship with God.

Key Point 1: Any message that is contrary to the revealed and written Word of God is to be rejected —
the message is not from God.

Key Point 2: God demanded that the people His prophet without question.
