• King Ahab preferred to have prophets around him who would tell him what he wanted to _______.  

• The prophets’ blind loyalty to Ahab aroused Jehoshaphat’s suspicions about their genuine ability to give a true 
word from God.  

• Jehoshaphat was not convinced and wanted to know if there was another prophet of the Lord who might be 
more credible. 

• King Ahab is hesitant, but he sent for Micaiah and had him brought before them to give the word from the 
Lord. Micaiah became God’s spokesman for the occasion. 

• The king of Israel was warned not to go up against the king of Aram because he would die in the battle.
