P Questions to Consider:
1. Why were King David and all of Israel celebrating?
2. How did they celebrate?
3. What was King David’s wife's reaction when she saw him leaping and dancing before the
Lord?

P Lesson Context:

e David, after being crowned king over all of Israel and once he had consolidated power and
authority into his hands, the first strategic decision that he made was to move the ark from the
home of Abinadab to Jerusalem.

e The ark of the covenant represented the presence of God who dwelled among His people in
a special way.

e The Law specified that the ark be carried by Levites.

» Lesson Aims:

As a result of experiencing this lesson, the participants should be able to do these things:
e Explore David’s joy and Michal’s contempt for him.
e Appreciate many ways to celebrate God’s presence.
e Plan celebrations that honor God through praise and worship.

P Lesson Outlines/Key Points:
l. Corporate Praise (2 Samuel 6:1-5)

e Key Point 1: David gathered chosen men from Israel in preparation for retrieving the ark of
the covenant.



e Key Point 2: David and all of Israel celebrated and praised God with all their might and
with a variety of instruments.

Il. Personal Praise (2 Samuel 6:14-19)

e Key Point 1: David gets the right people, and follows the proper procedures and protocols
in transporting the ark.

e Key Point 2: The people worshipped God joyfully with many musical expressions and
instruments.

P Lesson Summary:

¢ As King David energetically and eagerly engaged in the worship service for the Lord, we
should also be enthusiastic every time we gather to give glory to God.

e Every moment of worship should be a celebration of God’s grace and mercy.

e Itis good to give thanks unto the Lord.
