LESSON BIBLICAL CONTEXT:
e This psalm was written to celebrate the Jews’ return from their exile in Babylon.
e Psalm 107 praises God’s mighty deliverance of the lost, the captive, the sick, and the endangered.
e The psalm is referred to as The Song of the Redeemed and is a call for the redeemed to gather together
and worship the Lord.

LESSON AIMS

LESSON OUTLINES AND KEY POINTS:

Key Point 1: Praise and celebrate God’s loving kindness and deliverance.

Key Point 2: God judges our enemies.
